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A Letter from our AHAC Chairman
I am pleased to report that the FHLBanks’ housing and community development programs 
remained strong in 2010. Through offerings such as the Affordable Housing Program (AHP), 
Homeownership Set-aside Programs (HSP), Community Housing and Development Programs 
(CHP/CDP) and Joint Opportunities for Building Success (JOBS) grants, FHLBank Topeka provided 
more than $560 million to communities served by financial institution members in our four-state 
district of Colorado, Kansas, Nebraska and Oklahoma.

The AHP is the largest privately funded housing 

grant program in the United States. FHLBank 

partners with our member financial institutions 

and public and private housing development 

organizations to award grants to help fill 

financing gaps on low-income owner and 

rental housing initiatives. In 2010, more than 

70 applications were approved for grants of up 

to $450,000. The grants helped finance a wide 

variety of projects from building affordable 

housing for seniors, fighting homelessness, and 

renovating a historic elementary school into 

apartments. FHLBank approved $28 million in 

AHP grants in 2010.

Another key component of helping our members help their communities is the JOBS program, which supports 

economic development and employment growth within the Tenth District. From business construction and expan-

sion to revitalization efforts and revolving loan pools, our JOBS grants provide essential funds for businesses to 

thrive. A total of $1.25 million in JOBS grants went to projects such as installing a fiber optic network in small rural 

communities to allow greater access and connectivity for residents and businesses; building a new dental clinic for 

an underserved community; and revitalizing downtown historical areas. 

This is just a small sample of the work we do -- you’ll read more about our programs further in this report. FHLBank 

Topeka is dedicated to making a difference by helping our members help their communities. We hope to continue 

to create these success stories in 2011.
